Jazzy retrieves objects and braces – providing support when 
Linda needs assistance getting up . Jazzy’s help and companionship is a major reason Linda is able to 
once again enjoy her life and maintain independence which she values so much. 
  

Linda comments that training will be an on-going effort. As Linda recognizes changes in her physical 
well being, with skills learned and on-going support from Handi-Dogs, she will continue working with 
Jazzy to learn new behaviors in anticipation of future needs.

As the holidays approach we often spruce up our homes with holiday plants. However, dog owners 
need to be careful because some plants can be toxic to our pets. Here are some plants to watch out 
for. 

¶ Poinsettia - This plant is mildly toxic and irritating, but most likely will not 
cause death. 

¶ Mistletoe & Holly - These are considered moderately toxic. 

¶ Lilies and Daffodils - These are extremely toxic to cats and also toxic to dogs. 

¶ Christmas Trees - Christmas trees are considered to be moderately toxic, but is 
dependent upon how much is consumed. 
 

The key for holiday safety is to monitor your pet for his/her interest in eating plants. Keep a careful 
eye out for signs of chewing or missing leaves. To be 100% safe do not bring toxic plants into your 
home.
